 Moving people to change is the essence of transformational leadership. This is accomplished 
when leaders exhibit the qualities of vision, communication, trust, and empowerment. In calling the 
twelve disciples to follow him, Jesus demonstrated a vital truth:  no matter our job (vocation) in life, our 
primary vocation as Christian leaders is to use our gifts/skills/passions for kingdom purposes. 

 True leadership means to receive power from God to use it under God’s rule to serve people in 
God’s way. The heart of leadership is not in mastering the “how to’s,” but in being mastered by the 
amazing grace of God. 

 I say all this because I have had the privilege of working with a group of transformational lead-
ers during the past year. In June 2009 the church adopted the “Temple 2012” Strategic Ministry Plan 
to help us move forward over the next three years. One of the adopted ministry objectives focused on 
evaluating how we do church to see if there are some things we could improve on that would inspire 
and enable our people to live out their passions to be the presence of Christ to others, to help with 
church-wide communication, and to provide a framework for the implementation of our Core Values. 
Those tasked with this objective were:  David Arrington, Janet Knott, Craig Morrison, David Washburn, 
Vicki Spain, Deitra-Arrington Cates, and the church staff (Christi Renfrow and Ruth Wallace also 
helped along the way). 

 This group has devoted countless hours in researching, discussing and developing different 
models of church organization and ministry structures. They have narrowed their focus to a model that 
should enhance our ministries for years to come.  

 On August 4th this group made a presentation to the Church Council regarding what we be-
lieve to be the model that will help us grow in the future. We received excellent feed-back which we 
hope will help in future presentations. By the time you receive this Builder this group will have also 
made a presentation to our Deacons (I’m sure the Deacons will also provide thoughtful and wise com-
ments that will help in this process). 

 The “Temple 2012” Restructuring Team will make a presentation to the congregation on 
Sunday morning September 26 at 10:00 am sharp in the sanctuary. We are asking that people 
report to their Sunday School class as usual and then come to the sanctuary at 9:55 for this “Town 
Hall Meeting.” For those who do not attend Sunday School we hope you will make every effort to be 
present in the sanctuary by 9:55am. The presentation will be concluded in plenty of time to prepare for 
worship. 

 Since there will be lots of information shared that morning, the Restructuring Team has 
planned a follow-up question/answer time for Sunday October 10. As we did with the entire Strategic 
Ministry Plan in 2009, we will have representatives from the work team come to the Sunday School 
classes to receive your comments and address your questions. We would again ask that a few 
classes combine for this time of questions/answers. Representatives will come to the following classes 
at 10 am on October 10: 

 Discovery Class in fellowship hall 

 Kindred Spirits/Cornerstone Classes in the parlor 

 Golden Circle/Sunshine/Carver Classes in the assembly room 

  

 The Restructuring Team firmly believes that this new model will allow even more participation 
by our congregation; will allow people to more easily live out their God-given gifts and passions; and 
that it will not be an impediment for involvement and participation. Please mark your calendars for 
these important events in the life of your church!
