g7 Our Hymn of the Month for January is “| Want to Walk as a Child of the Light.” This
hymn was written by Kathleen Thomerson, an Episcopalian organist in 1966.

During the summer of 1966, Kathleen’s mother had come to visit her in St. Louis,

Missouri from their hometown in Houston, Texas. There was an unbearable heat

wave, which made conditions very hot and sweltering for this time of the year. Be-

cause an airline strike had cancelled all travel plans Kathleen decided to drive her

mother back to Houston. Along the way this hymn came to her as she anticipated

visiting with some of her brothers and sisters in Christ at the Episcopal Church of the
Redeemer in Houston where she had grown up. The words were inspired by many Bible verses and
written as a scriptural meditation and prayer. The music is sung as a song of dedication or a prayer for
illumination.

This hymn tells me that to walk as a child of the light means that we are to follow Jesus. Ephe-
sians 5: 7-10 reads: Therefore do not be partakers with them (the sons of disobedience). For once you
were darkness, but now in the Lord you are Light. Live as children of Light, for the fruit of the Light is
found in all that is good and right and true. Try to find out what is pleasing to the Lord.

When | am walking as a child of the Light, when the Star of my life is Jesus; | want to follow, look at,
and be with Jesus, for He guides me in His will and doing what He requires of my life; Shine in my heart,
Lord Jesus.

From the Associate Minister...

“The Word became flesh and dwelt among us.” I've been thinking a lot lately about these words from the Gospel of
John. John is one of the Gospels that leaves out Jesus’ birth (Mark being the other). Christmas is such an important time
for us to celebrate our faith that it is difficult to understand how they could leave such an important detail out! But John
makes up for it by summarizing the birth of Jesus in a most profoundly theological way: “The Word became flesh and dwelt
among us.” Eugene Peterson, in The Message, says it this way: “The Word became flesh and blood and moved into the
neighborhood.” What an amazing way to describe the season that we just finished celebrating!

In the church we call this the incarnation— Jesus putting on flesh and becoming one of us. Itis a central doctrine of
our faith and at the heart of the work of Christ. But the incarnation has another level to it. By calling ourselves Christians we
claim to be followers of this incarnated Christ and therefore we take the good news of the gospel and we “put flesh on it"- our
flesh! We (body, blood, brains, muscles, hands and feet) become the incarnation of the good news of Christ!

When someone wants to see Christ today, we say, “watch us!” That can be a scary thing to say because we know
that we fail more than we'd like to admit. But nonetheless, we are the body of Christ. We show the world what the good
news looks like— we model it when we forgive one another, when we reconcile. We model it when we choose to spend our-
selves on behalf of others. We model it when we speak up against injustice.

As we begin 2012 as a church, let us be the incarnation of Christ in North Durham. Let us ask what it means that
Christ himself has moved into THIS neighborhood in the form of Temple Baptist Church. How can we be a blessing to our
neighbors? How can we model the good news of the Gospel to those we come in contact with everyday?

We are currently engaged in many exciting ministry projects! | am particularly excited about the possibility of a new
worship service. 2012 looks like the year that we will add a new worship experience- one dedicated to ministry and out-
reach to people we don't yet know. Join me in getting excited about this! Let's continue to find ways to ‘put on flesh’ and
move into the neighborhood with the good news of the Gospel!

124t Anniversary of Temple — January 29, 2012—Temple and Missions Through the Years, 1966 - 1985

As we think about the 124t Anniversary of Temple Baptist Church, let us reflect on the ways in which Temple has been involved in local mis-

sions and foreign missions.

1966: The Temple Local Missions Committee set up a clothes closet.

Temple’s Associate Pastor, John Keith resigned to work in missions in Nicaragua.
1975:  The “Temple Puppeteers” began giving performances, and also took mission trips to Virginia and West VA.
1978:  Members of the church built a chapel in the coastal town of Buxton, NC.
1980 A group of men went to the site of the 1980 Winter Olympics, Lake Placid, and renovated a Baptist Center.
1981 A Youth Missions group went to West Virginia with a focus on Bible schools, a rest home, and a renovation project.
1982  The Local Missions Committee established the Temple Thrift Store with profits used for local missions.
1983 A Youth Missions group went to Virginia Beach where they led backyard Bible studies.
Mid-1980s Temple participated in the prison ministry of the Yates Baptist Association.
1985  Temple men participated in a renovation project at the Baptist Assembly at Caswell.
