From Temple Finance Committee:

2009 was an economically challenging for most organizations. Through prayer, participation,
and giving, Temple's body of believers showed their love of Christ by giving nearly $492,000 and
continued to spread the Word.

From the Pastor.....

Did you ever wonder about the times of Lent? What is the significance of the special
days? How can | observe the season with joy and appreciation? What can | tell a child about
these day? | hope the following might help.

Lent: A season of the Church Year like Advent. It begins with Ash Wednesday and lasts 40
days, not counting Sundays. The number is symbolic of Jesus’ temptation and preparation.
Lent comes from the Anglo Saxon “Lenten” meaning “ Spring.” Signifying penitence, humility
and suffering, the liturgical color is purple. Often the symbolic act of fasting is practiced during
Lent.

Ash Wednesday: Ashes have been symbolic of repentance and grief since early Biblical
times. They are often used to make the sign of the cross on the forehead of believers on this
day. The ashes come from the charred remains of the palms used on Palm Sunday during
the previous year. The connection of the two special days is appropriate since Jesus’ trium-
phal entry into Jerusalem led him quickly to his death.

Palm Sunday: This day commemorates the triumphal entrance of Jesus into Jerusalem. In
Semitic cultures the palm tree is considered a tree of honor. It marked the place where water
could be found for their flocks of sheep. Also, the palm leaf symbolizes eternal life.

Maundy Thursday: The word “Maundy” comes from the Latin word “mandatum” meaning
commandment. Its use in naming this special day refers to the instruction give by Jesus to his
disciples in the upper room on the Thursday before Passover (“A new command | give to you,
that you love one another,” John 13:34). Holy Communion is observed on this day. Some
Christians also commemorate the day with symbolic washing of feet.

Good Friday: Many reasons are given as to why such a name is given this day that recog-
nizes the crucifixion of Jesus. The word “good” may refer to the great good that God was able
to accomplish for humankind in the death and resurrection of Jesus. We all need the Good
News of God’s love for us in the gift of his Son, our Savior, Jesus Christ!
