During this time of Thanksgiving most of us have a long list of things for which we are thank-
ful: our family and friends, our health, our nation, our church, the forgiveness and grace of
our Lord Jesus Christ. As people of The Book, we are also thankful for God’s Word, for as the
Psalmist said, it is “a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path” (119:105).

The Cooperative Baptist Fellowship is offering a FREE MP3 New Testament disc to
every adult and youth in a Fellowship church who agrees to engage in listening to God’s
Word during a designated 40-day period during 2010.

The $35,687.72 in September revenue collection represents 6.73% of Temple’s $529,974.00 annual budget goal.
This level of collection represents 80.76% of the annual budget if this amount was collected every month during the
calendar year. To date, $338,945.10 has been collected which is 64.00% of the budget. Because $44,164.50 is
needed each month to meet the projected budget, Temple is $58,535.40 behind in revenue collection for the

year. Church expenses have been reduced in most months which means that collections, while not up to expecta-
tions, have not fallen as far behind as the yearly estimates would indicate. Let us all prayerfully continue to ask for
God's guidance, patience and understanding. 1 John 3:17-18—If someone who has worldly means sees a brother
in need and refuses him compassion, how can the love of God remain in him? Children, let us love not in word or
speech but in deed and truth.
